Applications

Applications should be made during the autumn or spring terms prior to entry in
September 2021. Late applications can be accepted, but may not be eligible to apply
for a Scholarship. We will request a reference from the current school. Interviews and
scholarship assessments will take place on individually arranged dates to suit each
applicant. Offers will be made within one week of the assessments, and are conditional
upon achieving the necessary GCSE results to access the chosen A Level or BTEC
courses. The acceptance deadline will be four weeks after the offer date.

Interview

All applicants will be invited for a 1:1 half hour interview with a member of staff. This
enables us to properly get to know each individual, and helps us not only determine
the offer of a place, but also to prepare for their transition to Trent College.

I Scholarships
